Event owner/organizer:
During the period March to November 2020, what percentage of events that you organise have been cancelled or postponed indefinitely without guarantee of completion?

Self employed - Only 11% say that they are managing well, 45% are struggling or really struggling.
Stress, anxiety and trouble sleeping are commonplace with 62% having feelings of loss or failure. 14% have experienced suicidal thoughts with 11% suffering the breakdown of a relationship.
